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Director’s Convocation Address

Our Chief Guest for the 68th Convocation,
Professor Emeritus Lord Meghnad Desai;
Chairperson of the Governing Board, Mr. R.K.
Krishna Kumar; Members of the Governing
Board and Academic Council; Distinguished
Guests, Alumni, Students, Staff and Faculty:

I extend all of you a very warm welcome to the
68th Annual Convocation of the Tata Institute of
Social Sciences (TISS). This is a historic Convocation
for us as the first batch of students admitted to the 2
new Master's programmes in Development Studies
and Education (Elementary), in 2006, are graduating
today. In addition, the first batch of students
admitted to the restructured programmes in Social
Work, Human Resources Management and Labour
Relations, Health Administration, and Hospital
Administration are also graduating today.

The past year has been a year of consolidation for
us; especially for TISS as an institution whose
excellence makes a decisive difference in achieving
equity and justice in all spheres. The Institute's 5
schools (and their constituent Centres) and 4
Independent Centres have made significant progress
over the years in conducting high quality teaching
programmes and research work.

We have considerably expanded our research
work during the last year. In 2007-2008, our main
areas of research and publication included health,
education, rural development, employability, labour
in the unorganised sector, human rights, sustainable
consumption, social development, urban and rural
poverty, and disaster response and recovery. | would
particularly like to mention here a study undertaken
by TISS titled '"Minimum Lives: A Study of Wage and
Work Conditions of Contractual Conservancy
Workers'. This study, in keeping with the TISS
tradition of engaging in research directed at
enhancing equity, looked at the structural exclusion
of conservancy workers in the contemporary
socio-political and economic context. The research
report was used as an advocacy tool by over 900
conservancy workers from across Maharashtra on
April 19, 2008, in an attempt to involve government
officials and the State Labour Minister in the struggle
for the right to minimum wages and a dignified life.

In addition to teaching and research, TISS faculty
spend a considerable amount of their time in

imparting skills, sharing knowledge, and creating
networks amonyg institutions, scholars, and peoples
groups for field intervention and policy advocacy.
Further, in order to address immediate conditions of
injustice, poverty, deprivation and neglect, as well as
to demonstrate innovative and people-centred
development initiatives, TISS has 25 Field Action
Projects (FAPs) spread over all parts of the country,
including Ladakh and the Andaman & Nicobar
Islands. This year, on an average, TISS faculty
organised and conducted 8-10 programmes each
month - national and/or international conferences,
workshops, symposia, discussion forums and
roundtables - directed at teachers, researchers,
personnel from government and non-governmental
organisations, trade unions, bilateral and multilateral
development agencies, industries, and others.

Our Institute has always actively provided forums
for critical discussions on contemporary patterns of
development. One such significant event was the
'Fifth International Conference of Critical
Geography on Imperialism and Resultant Disorder:
Imperatives for Social Justice'. Hosted by TISS,
between the December 3 and 7, 2007, around 300
delegates from 6 continents participated in this
Conference.

This year, a 7 institution consortium, of which
TISS is a member, has been forged for building
capacities of over 40 institutions for providing
training to HIV/AIDS counsellors in India. This
consortium has won a US$18.2 million project under
the UNAIDS GFATM Round 7. As a Principal
Recipient, TISS will bring its nearly 2 decades of
research, field action and policy advocacy experience
in making this new initiative produce lasting impacts
on the epidemic and the quality of life of people
living with HIV/AIDS.

The Centre for Women's Studies is celebrating its
Silver Jubilee this year. To mark this event, the Centre
felicitated 6 outstanding women on April 3, 2008. Dr.
Armaity Desai, Dr. Suma Chitnis, Dr. Kamalini
Bhansali, Dr. Neera Desai, Dr. Maithreyi Krishnaraj
and Prof. Pushpa Bhave, received citations from the
Centre for their immense contribution to the field of
Women's Studies in India.

In the past year, TISS has entered into
collaborations with several universities in the United



States of America and Europe. The TISS' Study in
India Programme (SIP) brought 62 international
students here for a variety of programmes:
Post-Doctoral Research, Graduate Student Research,
customised courses of a few weeks to a semester; and
field work internships for up to 18 weeks. In addition
to the exchange students, we find that the number of
full-time international students attending our
Master's programmes has been increasing steadily.
Using resources mobilised through SIP and other
collaboration agreements, TISS has been able to
place several of its students for internships and block
placements at universities in the US: 4 M.A. Social
Work students did their block placements at Tulane
University and the University of Utah for 5 weeks as
part of an Exchange Programme. Two Master's
students of Disaster Management are currently at
Delaware University for an 8-week internship.
Doctoral students have also benefited from research
residency placements in universities in France and
the UK.

The restructuring and institutional development
processes initiated nearly 3 years back are being taken
another step forward today. | am pleased to
announce the setting up of The Habitat School, a
joint initiative of Indian Institute of Technology,
Bombay, and TISS. This School will have three
academic groups working on urban planning and
governance; water policy and governance; and
science, technology and society, and will anchor
teaching, training, research, advocacy and field
intervention in these areas.

The Institute is expanding geographically. The
Foundation Stone for the Hyderabad Campus of the
TISS was unveiled by the Hon. Chief Minister of
Andhra Pradesh Dr. Y.S. Rajasekhara Reddy on April
9, 2008. The Government of Andhra allotted 65
acres of land at Mamidipally village of Kothur

Mandal, Mahbubnagar District. TISS Hyderabad will
contribute significantly to knowledge creation and
high-quality motivated graduates in inter-disciplinary
areas such as social transformation, education,
planning, governance, and human development. We
expect the TISS Hyderabad Campus to be
operational by 2010.

The TISS has always received unfailing support
and encouragement from the Government of India,
the University Grants Commission, the Government
of Maharashtra, and other public agencies for which
we are most grateful. The Tata Trusts have given us
unprecedented financial support to enhance
infrastructure at the Mumbai and Tuljapur campuses,
and to launch several new teaching, research and
field action programmes. We would also like to
express our thanks to the UNDP, UNICEF, and
other organisations, institutions and individuals who
continue to contribute to our work. We thank the
members and the Chairperson of the Governing
Board for their constant guidance and support.

This year 20, 244, 8 and 7 students respectively
receive undergraduate, graduate, M. Phil., and
doctoral degrees. The TISS attracts and works with
some of the most conscientious and committed
bright young people in the country, and the Institute
prepares them well to work towards a prosperous,
sustainable and equitable future.

The restructuring and institutional development
processes, initiated nearly 3 years back, are being
taken another step forward today. | am pleased to
announce the setting up of The Habitat School, a
joint initiative of the Indian Institute of Technology,
Bombay and TISS. This School will have 3 academic
groups working on urban planning and governance;
water policy and governance; and science, technology
and society, and will anchor teaching, training,
research, advocacy and field intervention in these
areas.

The Institute is expanding geographically. The
Foundation Stone for the Hyderabad Campus of
TISS was unveiled by the Hon’ble Chief Minister of
Andhra Pradesh, Dr. Y.S. Rajasekhara Reddy, on
April 9, 2008. The Government of Andhra Pradesh
has allotted 65 acres of land at Mamidipally village of
Kothur Mandal, Mahbubnagar District for this
Campus. TISS, Hyderabad, will contribute
significantly to knowledge creation and high-quality
motivated graduates in inter-disciplinary areas such
as social transformation, education, planning,
governance, and human development. We expect the
TISS Campus in Hyderabad to be operational by
2010.

HIGHLIGHTS OF 2007-2008

TISS-LSE Collaboration

On June 26, 2007, the Institute signed an MoU with
the world class London School of Economics and
Political Sciences (LSE) for academic partnership in
social science and health studies. The event was
followed by a joint workshop on development by the
Development Studies groups from both the

institutions. This is for the first time in the history of
the Institute that we could organise abroad a very
fruitful intellectual exchange with internationally
acclaimed colleagues with concrete outcome. Ten
TISS Development Studies faculty members and 4
from the LSE side presented papers. These papers
are now being developed in to publishable
manuscript for a book entitled ‘Democracy,
Development and Decentralisation’. The School of
Health Systems Studies (SHSS) and LSE-Health have
drawn out a tentative work plan. It was finalised
when a 4-member team from the SHSS and
LSE-Health Group met in March 2008, in London.
The Health component involves supporting 2 faculty
members from SHSS to acquire an M.Sc. in
International Health Policy. The LSE’s Centre for
the Study of Global Governance (CSGG) and TISS
have jointly conducted a workshop last week as part
of Global Civil Society and Poverty Reduction
project. This will result in the publication of the
eighth edition of the Global Civil Society Yearbook
devoted to the theme of Global Civil Society and
Poverty Reduction. Many more areas of partnership
are in progress in a significant way.

DELPHE Project

The DELPHE Project on Teaching and Researching
Women'’s Issues to Promote Women'’s Equality and
Empowerment is a 3-year project involving 5
universities under the United Kingdom (UK)
Government’s initiative for Development
Partnerships in Higher Education: University of
York, University of Warwick, London Metropolitan
University, University of Bristol, and TISS. The TISS
plays the role of the lead partner institution, and has
undertaken to build a team of people from within
TISS and across the partner institutions to benefit
from the Project and consolidate its gains. It takes
overall managerial responsibility for the Project,
while developing and delivering its academic
components. The chief objectives of the Project are
to (i) enhance curriculum development and
cross-cultural teaching on women’s/gender issues at
TISS leading to the development of a joint
postgraduate teaching programme in Women’s
Studies; and (ii) develop a programme/centre for
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strategic collaborative and comparative research on
violence and abuse against women.

Each of the partner institutions have contributed to
capacity-building through engaging their faculty time
for teaching at TISS, hosting TISS faculty for research
and curriculum development, and extending
consultancy. In the first year of the project, 3 TISS
Faculty visited the UK partner institutions, and 3 UK
partners came and led sessions in courses on women'’s
issues on a wide range of themes, including feminist
theory, sexuality and violence against women, and
feminist jurisprudence and human rights.

TISS-UNICEF Development Facilitators’ Training
Programme

The TISS and the UNICEF have jointly launched an
innovative programme to train 45 Development
Facilitators. The overall objective of the training
programme is to support state governments towards
people-centred planning and effective and efficient
resource utilisation, especially with regard to
district-level schemes for women and children. The
curriculum of this 6-month-long programme includes
a field internship of 6 weeks duration in a district of
Bihar, Chhattisgarh, Jharkhand, Madhya Pradesh,
Orissa, Rajasthan, and Uttar Pradesh. The curriculum
has been jointly developed and designed by a number
of partner organisations, in addition to TISS and the
UNICEF. At the end of this training, which is being
conducted at the Tuljapur campus of the Institute,
the trained Development Facilitators will be placed
in 40 high IMR districts of these 7 states.

TISS Engagement on Tribal Issues

The TISS is actively involved in research, policy
analysis and outreach initiatives in the North-East
and Central India, Ladakh, and Andaman & Nicobar
Islands (ANI). The TISS has successfully completed
graduation of 2 batches of '‘Diploma in Sustainable
Development' in Ladakh, and 3 batches of
‘Certificate in Sustainable Development' in ANI.
Building on the experience, gained from the
successful programmes in Ladakh and ANI, TISS
proposes to start from September 2008 (i) a
Certificate in Social Work programme in North-East
India, and Central Indian tribal regions to build
capabilities of community and grassroots
government workers, and (ii) create a knowledge
base on the tribal situation, determinants and
consequences of change processes.

As part of this engagement, the TISS organised
three consultative meetings in Bilaspur,
Bhubaneshwar and Ranchi during 2007-2008. A
National Assembly (Mahaadhiveshan) of Scheduled
Tribes was organised from April 4-6, 2008, which
was attended by over 700 people representing
different tribal and indigenous communities, various
non-state organisations, and a number of state
officials. It provided a valuable platform to deliberate
upon pressing political, social, economic and cultural
issues and challenges that the tribes and indigenous
peoples of our country are faced with. This also
facilitated the interface and networking among the
tribal communities and civil society organisations and
the academicians/researchers and share the rich
cultural heritage of the indigenous and tribal peoples.
A series of position papers are being prepared by
researchers drawn from university collectives in
Chhattisgarh, Jharkhand and Orissa to facilitate
dialogue amongst tribal people and state and
non-state parties.

Centre for Women's Studies Celebrates Silver
Jubilee

The Centre for Women's Studies, which started in
the early 1980s as a Women's Studies Programme, is
celebrating its Silver Jubilee Year. During the VII
Plan Period, the Women's Studies programme was
formalised as the Unit for Women's Studies with full
support from the University Grants Commission
(UGC), the only of its kind perhaps then and now,
and finally as the Centre for Women'’s Studies
located within the School of Social Sciences in 2006
in the restructured Institute. The Centre has teaching,
training, research, policy advocacy and extension as
major focus areas and has made a significant mark in
the field of Women's Studies and Development
Studies in India. Generations of students at the
Institute have significantly benefited by the
perspectives that the Centre provided towards their
education.

To mark its Silver Jubilee Year, the Centre
felicitated 6 outstanding women on April 3, 2008:

Since its inception, the CWS contributed to
teaching courses in the various academic
programmes of the Institute. A Study Abroad
Programme titled 'Gender and Development Studies
in India' has been conceptualised and offered to
students from the Wells College, Aurora, New York
State. This 15 credit, one semester programme, will
be an annual feature of the Centre. The Centre also
attracts several international students to study gender
issues in India as part of their Ph.D. programme
under various fellowship programmes such as the
Fulbright. In the realm of research, the Centre in the
initial phase had focused on tracing the articulations
of women during various historical periods in
Maharashtra. Since the 1990s, the Centre grew to
focus on contemporary development and justice
issues in research, policy advocacy, training and
teaching.

GIS Laboratory

The Jamsetji Tata Centre for Disaster Management
(JTCDM) has established a GIS Laboratory. This is,
perhaps, the first of its kind and a significant
initiative in a social science institute in India. The
Lab will train our Master's students of Disaster
Management in GIS. The Lab has 2 University
Licence Kits of Arc GIS software and 10 licences of
PCI Geomatica remote sensing application. Six
high-performance computers for the GIS Lab have
also been procured and students have received basic

training in GIS.

NEW TEACHING PROGRAMMES

M.A. in Disability Studies and Action

The TISS has always responded to the needs of the
vulnerable, the marginalised and the disadvantaged in
society. In response to this demand and the emerging
concerns in the era of globalisation, an M.A. in
Disability Studies and Action has been developed
and will be offered from the forthcoming academic
year by the School of Social Work. The first of its
kind in the country, this teaching programme is
designed to equip students with sound theoretical
knowledge about the issues and concerns of persons
with disability and all stakeholders; to help students
to develop skills and insights into working with,
through and for people with disability at the
individual, group and community levels; and network
with other groups and professionals working on
similar issues. The TISS has sought recognition for
this programme from the Rehabilitation Council of
India.

M.A. in Media and Cultural Studies

The M.A. in Media and Cultural Studies, offered by
the Centre for Media and Cultural Studies, aims at

honing the skills of media production and research
within a framework that enables the development of
a critical perspective on media, culture and society.
This programme will impart intensive hands-on
training in video production, including direction,
research, scripting, editing, cameras and sound,
which will enable students to produce documentaries
and short films. The programme will also teach basic
skills in community radio, graphics and web design.
With its unique blend of theory and practice, the
M.A. in Media and Cultural Studies works towards
the creation of a lively group of media 'thinking
do-ers' and 'doing thinkers' who could then choose
to branch out into a diverse range of work or
educational situations.

Master of Public Health

The Master of Public Health programme, offered by
the School of Health Systems Studies, has a focus on
social epidemiology and is designed to orient the
students towards the conceptual understanding of
public health issues and impart research skills
required for developing much-needed,
evidence-based planning at the population level.
Thus, the students will be capable of undertaking
meaningful and high quality research for supporting
public health policy and planning and facilitating the
creation and effective implementation of public
health programmes.

Diploma in Child Rights

Based on responses to a needs assessment survey
undertaken at National Law School of India
University (NLSIU) and the long experiences of
TISS faculty, an academic programme on child rights
has been developed with the following objectives: (i)
critiquing the available knowledge and theories on
childhood and child rights from the Indian/South
Asian perspective, and thereby seek to advance the
boundaries of this local understanding and
knowledge; (ii) helping to bring together and reflect
on the experiential knowledge of those working
directly at the field level within the framework of
academic inquiry; and (iii) responding to the
academic and intellectual needs of those working
closely on children’s issues, by creating a platform
and space where these needs can be effectively
addressed through collective learning and a
multi-disciplinary approach. This Diploma in Child
Rights will be offered jointly by TISS and NLSIU



from September 2008, and will be open to personnel
working with government and non-governmental
organisations.

Diploma in Gerontology

The Diploma in Gerontology programme will be
offered by the Centre for Lifelong Learning. A
part-time, evening programme, this Diploma aims to
inculcate a holistic understanding of the biological,
social, political and economic issues involved in
working with older adults, along with a
comprehensive interdisciplinary ‘rights-based’
perspective in the field of gerontology. It will also
impart the necessary attitudes and skills for making
effective interventions in the field. The programme
will generate a trained cadre of functionaries for
effective intervention in enhancing the quality of life
of older adults, while providing professional
leadership in gerontology.

RESEARCH AND PUBLICATIONS

Starting as early as in 1989, TISS has contributed to
seminal research work, sustained capacity building,
field-based interventions and advocacy to address the
HIV/AIDS epidemic. Research on the social and
psychological dimensions of HIV/AIDS, household
and community response, child-headed households,
stigma and discrimination, couple communication for
safer sex negotiation, migration and vulnerability to
HIV, and on related themes of sex, sexuality, stigma
and human rights, gender and vulnerability, sex work
and male clients, role of community-building
organisations, strategies of involvement of PLHA,
and similar others, is an ongoing activity at TISS.
Some of the researches carried out at TISS have been
pioneering works globally, for example, the work on
stigma and discrimination is recognised as among the
first such anywhere in the world and has been
published as the UNAIDS Best Practice Material.

Enhancing India’s Capacity to Address HIV/AIDS

Six institutions of higher learning (Regional Institute
of Medical Sciences, Imphal; National Institute of
Mental Health and Neurosciences, Bengaluru; SNDT
Women's University, Mumbai; Bangalore University,
Bengaluru; Lucknow University, Lucknow; Institute
of Human Behaviour and Allied Sciences, Delhi; and
TISS) have formed a consortium with the support of
the National AIDS Control Organisation,
Government of India, for building the capacities of
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institutions of higher learning in HIV/AIDS
counselling in the country under the Global Fund to
Fight AIDS, Tuberculosis and Malaria (GFATM)
Round 7. The project aims at strengthening
capacities of 40 institutions (Departments of Social
Work, Psychology, Psychiatry and Community
Medicine) at the state level to undertake counselling
training to effectively respond to the training needs
of counselling functionaries under the National
AIDS Control Programme. This proposal is a
sub-component of the country proposal, that was
submitted to the Global Fund for funding. The total
budget of this sub-component is US$ 18.2 million.
As a Principal Recipient, the TISS will bring its years
of research, evidence-based policy advocacy, and
field action experience in making this new initiative
bring about lasting impact.

The Centre for AIDS Research, Action and
Training (CARAT), instituted in 1993, has been at
the forefront of training and capacity building of
health professionals for counselling from India and
the Asian and African regions. It is also playing a lead
role in networking and advocacy around critical
themes of human rights and access to drugs. The
CARAT will provide leadership to the new GFATM
Round 7 Project.

Evidence-Based Advocacy to Secure Right to Life
with Dignity

Conservancy workers on contract are, perhaps, the
most exploited and lowest paid workers in urban
areas, and their life expectancy is at least 15 years
below average municipal workers. Through their
difficult and hazardous work, they perform a
valuable service in keeping the cities clean and
disease-free. However, in most cases, they do not get
even the Minimum Wages that their employers are
expected to pay them. This is an indicator of the
overall conditions under which they work. As
privatisation of various sectors gains ground across
the country, so must the efforts of institutions like
ours to ensure that the marginalised sections get their
basic entitlements as well as social security to face the
systems that are otherwise weighted against them.

For the past 3 years, the Centre for Community
Organisation and Development Practice (CCODP)
of the School of Social Work has been engaged in
field intervention as well as research on the issue of
minimum wages for contractual conservancy
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workers. Field intervention on this issue has been a
focus of the students of the Centre placed for
fieldwork with the Kachra Vahatuk Shramik Sangh, a
Mumbai-based trade union of informal workers.
Faculty collaboration with the union led to a rapid
appraisal of the wage and work conditions of
contractual conservancy workers within and outside
Maharashtra. This 2-year study culminated in a report
titled, ‘Minimum Lives: A Study of Wage and Work
Conditions of Contractual Conservancy Workers'.
This Report provides an overview of the situation in
9 urban centres outside Maharashtra and 29 within
the state. The findings of this study were shared at a
state-level Symposium organised at the Institute on
April 19, 2008. More than 900 workers from across
the state, as well as government officials, a Member
of Parliament and the Minister for Labour,
Government of Maharashtra, participated in these
deliberations. This event was part of the advocacy by
activists and academia on the issue of Minimum
Wages and was jointly organised by the Institute
(CCODP and Centre for Labour Studies of the
School of Management and Labour Studies) and the
Thekedari Prattha Virodhi Manch, a forum of trade
unions and activists.

Research Projects and Other Projects, 2007-2008

The Tata Institute of Social Sciences undertook 106
research and documentation projects in 2007-2008
of which 18 projects were across Schools/Centres

Publications

The Institute’s faculty members publish their
research findings in national and international
academic journals and books. They also publish book
reviews, conference and seminar reports, and articles
in newspapers. In 2007-2008, 65 faculty members
had publications to their credit: 7 authored/edited
volumes, 32 journal articles, 36 chapters in books,
and 38 other forms of publications, including book
reviews (Appendix 2).

FIELD ACTION

The Institute has played a major role in pioneering new
services/interventions within systems and in the
community with the objective of demonstrating the
need for particular services/interventions through its
field action projects (FAPs). The FAPs have
demonstrated interventions with a wide variety of
marginalised groups (undertrial prisoners, women,
children, youth, rural and urban communities) and
issues (violence against women, health and mental
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health, HIVV/AIDS, communalism, child rights, etc.). In
the context of HIV, CARAT piloted the Continuum of
Care Project in Mumbai and Sangli in Maharashtra
between 1998 and 2001. The goal of the project was to
establish a continuum of care and support services for
persons affected by the epidemic through the
participation of a wide range of stakeholders, including
the gram panchayat at the village level and to create an
enabling environment by addressing stigma and
discrimination at various other levels. In addition, the
Savera Counselling and Testing Centre was set up in
collaboration with the Mumbai District AIDS Control
Society. Housed in a peripheral hospital in Mumbai, the
Centre provides a safe space for accessing counselling
and testing services in relation to HIV and AIDS. The
Centre was recognised as a model VCTC, and is now
integrated within the public health system.

More recently, the TISS FAP at Turbhe designed
and implemented a programme to reduce
vulnerability and risk of contracting HIV among the
slum population. The TISS also supports the
Nepal-India Safe Migration Initiative that is aimed at
reducing vulnerability and risk for HIV transmission
among Nepali migrants and their spouses and
families in the destination areas of Navi Mumbai and
Thane. The impetus for this initiative stemmed from
the recognition that migration has the potential to
play a major role in driving the HIV epidemic in
Nepal. Different strategies of this project integrate
the 3 cross-cutting themes of (a) reducing stigma and
discrimination; (b) greater involvement of people
living with HIV; and (c) gender empowerment.

The total numbers of currently implemented FAPs
are 25, in areas as diverse as capacity building, children
and youth, criminal justice, dalit and tribal issues, health,
HIV/AIDS, human rights, livelihood, sustainable
development, and women (Appendix 3). Eight FAPs
were initiated this year: (i) Community Resource Centre
(Katchal Island, Andaman & Nicobar Islands); (i) Sure
Start (Navi Mumbai); (iif) Community Monitoring of
Rural Health Services through the National Rural
Health Mission (Osmanabad); (iv) Strengthening
Capacity of NGOs in Mainstreaming of HIV/AIDS in
Development Work (Mumbai); (v) Vidarbha Livelihood
Project (Yavatmal District); (vi) North-East Regional
Centre (Guwahati); (vii) Vikas: A People’s Organisation
(Kharyaon District Madhya Pradesh); and (viii)
Resource Centre for Intervention on Violence against
Women (Mumbai).
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TRAINING AND EXTENSION

Seminars, Conferences, Workshops and
Training Programmes

The TISS has always provided forums for critical
discussions on contemporary patterns of
development. One such significant event was the
Fifth International Conference of Critical Geography
on Imperialism and Resultant Disorder: ‘Imperatives
for Social Justice’. Hosted by TISS between
December 3 and 7, 2007; around 300 delegates from
6 continents participated in this Conference.

Faculty members across Schools and Centres
regularly conduct seminars, conferences, workshops
and training programmes with participants drawn
from various disciplines and sections of society.
During 2007-2008, 118 programmes were organised
by 67 faculty members, of which 8 programmes were
jointly organised by faculty from two or more
Schools/Centres (Appendix 4). The programmes
were organised in the areas of agricultural planning,
human resources management, leadership
development, economic globalisation, human
development, social accountability, micro-planning,
statistical methods, capacity-building, curriculum
review and development, dalit and tribal issues,
disaster management, education, health, human
rights, life skills, management and organisation
development, NSS evaluation and impact, refresher
and orientation programmes, research methods,
social work education and training, society and
sexuality, software training, training of trainers, and
urban landscapes, among others.

The Institute’s faculty members also regularly
participate in international, national and regional level
seminars, conferences, workshops and training
programmes as paper presenters, resource persons,
discussants, chairpersons of sessions, special invitees
or experts. This year, 111 faculty members
participated in 66 international level programmes and
presented 44 papers; and 302 national, regional or
local level programmes, where they presented 84
papers (Appendix 5).

Executive Committee Memberships

Sixty-nine members of the Institute’s faculty served
on 255 executive committees of professional bodies
and governmental organisations and NGOs in
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2007-2008 (Appendix 6). These include the
decision-making bodies of government ministries
and departments, non-governmental organisations,
and industries and institutions, as well as UGC
committees to review/develop/audit curriculum and
administration of universities and institutions spread
across the country.

Lectures

Kumarappa-Reckless Lecture

The Kumarappa-Reckless Lecture was instituted in
the memory of Dr. J.M. Kumarappa, a former
Director of this Institute, and Dr. Walter C. Reckless,
a renowned criminologist and former United Nations
Expert on Correctional Administration. Dr. Reckless
was instrumental in organising the first national-level
training programme for prison and probation officers
at TISS on correctional administration. Organised by
the Centre for Criminology and Justice of the School
of Social Work (erstwhile Department of
Criminology and Correctional Administration), this
Annual Lecture has been a medium to invite eminent
personalities and experts from the field of
criminology, criminal justice, human rights and
corrections to draw attention to and share
experiences of contemporary realities and challenges.

This year, Prof. Shanta Sinha, Chairperson,
National Commission for Protection of Child Rights,
delivered the Kumarappa-Reckless Lecture on the
‘Role of Commissions: The Challenges Ahead’ on
December 20, 2007. Prof. Shanta Sinha is an eminent
child rights activist and academician and a 2003
Magsaysay Award Winner.

Prof. Sinha said that the role of the Commission is
in taking bold stands in favour of children, and in
giving absolute values for the rights of children. The
Commission also needs to partner with civil society
organisations, academia and policy-making bodies
like the Planning Commission and government
departments at State and Central levels to achieve its
agenda. In brief, as mandated for the Commission,
the children come first.

JTCDM Public Lecture Series

The JTCDM Public Lecture series was launched on
October 23, 2007. These lectures cover themes such
as disasters and development, disaster studies, peace,
human security and vulnerability, climate change, risk
management, role of armed forces, policy



perspectives, and so on. The details of the 6 public
lectures organised by the JTCDM in 2007-2008 are
as follows:

KNOWLEDGE AND LEARNING
RESOURCES

Library

The Sir Dorabji Tata Memorial Library (SDTML) has
in stock about 1,03,000 volumes. The selection of the
material is geared to meet the needs of postgraduate
students and M.Phil./Ph.D. scholars. It subscribes to
over 200 scholarly journals, and has over 1,600
audio-visual materials. It maintains newspaper
clippings on current topics, and prepares
bibliographies on different subjects. Users can access
the library database using an Online Public Access
Catalogue. The Library brings out a quarterly
Selective Dissemination of Information and Current
Awareness Bulletin. The UGC-INFLIBNET has
recognised it as a Document Delivery Centre.
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A Cyber Library is being set up at SDTML with
the financial assistance from the Sir Dorabji Tata
Trust to facilitate students and faculty access
knowledge resources in World Wide Web, and in
libraries of partner universities and institutions. Some
online databases like Project Muse, Springer Link,
JSTOR, Blackwell provide access to full text journals
through UGC-Infonet E-Journals Consortia 24X7.
Online journals and resources of partner libraries,
self-operated laser printing and copying facilities,
reading and computing facilities are also available at
this Library.

The SDTML also set up the M.K. Tata Memorial
Learning Centre for the visually disabled to access
learning resources. Funded by the M.K. Tata Trust,
the Centre has a computer reading facility for the
visually impaired which can read and store all printed
documents including letters, books, magazines and
newspapers with the help of softwares like JAWS Pro
9.0, Kurzwell, OBR Braille, Teachers Talking Pro,
etc. The Centre also procured Prisma and Sara
reading machines for students with low vision.

Films and Publications

The Institute’s films received 8 awards to its
productions this year, taking its tally of total awards
won to 21. Films in process include XXwhy, which
attempts to bring out sexual minority issues like
gender positioning, identity and power and its areas
of conflict and negotiations in society. A film on
‘Micro-Level Planning in Leh’, supported by the
TATA- LAHDC Programme, is nearing completion.
Initial research and reconnaissance for two films on
the culture and music of the marginalised and on
community radio initiatives in Kutch have been
undertaken. Substantial progress has been made in
setting up the Digital Archive, which is slated for
online intranet access in June 2008.

The flagship publication of the Institute, The
Indian Journal of Social Work, entered its 69th year of
publishing.

STUDENTS

Enrolment

Student enrolment for the year 2007-2008 touched
779 (Appendix 7). These students came from 30
States and Union Territories of India and 7 foreign
countries. The B.A. (Hons.) in Social Work
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programme had 70 students enrolled, while the
Master's degree programmes had a total enrolment of
576 students. The M.Phil. programme had 49
students on its roll and the Ph.D. programme 19.
The Diploma and Certificate programme students
numbered 66. Student enrolment will further increase
in 2008-2009 with the introduction of new Master’s
and Diploma programmes.

Field Work

Field work provides students with a setting wherein
they can learn from doing. This is an important
component of the teaching programmes at the
Institute. Students of the Master’s degree
programmes in Social Work, Human Resource
Management and Labour Relations, Health
Administration, Hospital Administration, Education
(Elementary), and Disaster Management have a field
work or internship component. During this period,
students are provided with intensive practical training
in the activities of the organisations they are placed
in (Appendix 8).

The M.A. Social Work students were placed in 80
agencies; the HRM&LR students were placed in 68
agencies; and the M.H.A. (Health and Hospital)
students were placed in 84 agencies for their
internships. The M.A. Education (Elementary)
students were placed in 13 agencies for their field
attachment, while the M.A. Disaster Management
students were placed in 9 agencies for their
internships. The students of the Diploma
programme in Hospital Administration were placed
in 24 agencies, the students of the Diploma in
Personnel Management were placed in 17 agencies,
and students of the Certificate in Social Work
programme in 12 agencies.

Students’ Research Projects

The research project at the Master’s level offers
students the opportunity to plan and conduct original
investigation in an area of study with the guidance of
a faculty member of the Institute. While a research
project is compulsory for Master’s students of Health
Administration and M.A. in Development Studies, it
is optional for the Master’s students of HRM&LR,
Health Administration, and Social Work. In
2007-2008, 58 Master’s students of Social Work, 42
of HRM&LR, 14 students of Health Administration,
3 Hospital Administration, and 26 students of
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Development Studies undertook research projects
under the guidance of 53 faculty members (Appendix
9).

M.Phil. and Ph.D. Seminars

Scholars of the M.Phil. and Ph.D. programmes are
required to present their research proposals,
self-study papers, and research papers in seminars.
This year, 51 such presentations were made
(Appendix 10) in the areas of culture and identity,
dalit and tribal issues, disability, education,
employment and livelihood, health and mental
health, health systems and services, management and
organisation development, networks, relief and
rehabilitation, urban issues, women, and youth.

Students' Union

The Students' Union Executive Committee
2007-2008 (Appendix 11) planned and executed
cultural and literary activities with customary fervour.
The Union activities began them volunteering to help
in the admission process. The group also involved
itself with supporting out-of-station students with
regard to their accommodation.

Two significant activities that were taken up this
year under the leadership of the Union are as follows:

A review of the Constitution of the Students’
Union. This is necessitated by the fact that, since it
was formulated, the number of postgraduate
programmes has increased five-fold and the
number of students has almost tripled. A new
constitution would look at ways of increasing
representation across Schools and catering to the
needs of an expanded student body. The
Constitution Review Committee will continue this

process into the next year.

* An orientation to the students of the
undergraduate social work programme on how to
form a Student’s Body at the Tuljapur Campus.
The 2-day orientation programme at the Tuljapur
Campus was a huge success. A group of 8 students
comprising 3 office bearers and 5 senior students,
who had experience in taking up diverse
responsibilities, carried out sessions to assess
student needs and assist in setting up committees
to look into initiating sports and cultural activities.



Students’ Forums

The Social Work Students’ Forum (SWSF) is the
collective body of the students of Social Work. The
SWSF provides a platform to the students to
participate in a variety of programmes and activities
centred on discussion of social issues and concerns.
In the past, some of these platforms have been in the
form of Mohalla Bolta Hai, Chai Sessions, and
Common Interest Groups (CIGs). Each year, the
most prominent programme of the SWSF is
Sameeksha — the annual academic festival of the
School of Social Work.

The HRM&LR Forum is the Students’ Forum of
students of the School of Management and Labour
Studies. Its main purpose is to bridge the gap
between academics and practice and give would be
HR professionals industry exposure relating to
corporate experiences. The Forum invites business
leaders and achievers in various fields to share their
perspective about life and work with the students.
These lectures and sessions have become very
popular as they increase knowledge and
understanding of the industry as a whole. The
sessions are limited not only to HR subjects, but they
cover various other business issues as well. Apart
from the sessions, industry visits are also planned by
the Forum. The activities give students an
opportunity to get a first-hand look/experience of
working in a process driven/people driven set up.

Students’ Seminars

Sameeksha

Sameeksha provides an opportunity for facilitating
exchange of views, thoughts and ideas around a
chosen theme. The theme for Sameeksha 2007 was
‘Revolution and Counter Revolution” and the event
was held on December 14-16, 2007. This year,
Sameeksha was an academic as well as a cultural fest
around this theme. There were panel discussions
with field practitioners, activists, and academicians; a
cultural night with Sufi music ‘Awaaz’; an
inter-college street play competition on ‘Perception
and Realities’ along with an inter-college dance
competition, Ghungroo, on the ‘culture of silence’.
An open forum, Khulla Manch, was organised
wherein social work students and field practitioners
discussed and debated on the issue of human
development. The NGO mela saw a large number of
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people visiting the different stalls. Sameeksha 2008
ended with a session on ‘Politics of Identity’ and a
closing address by TISS alumni and noted activist,
Ms. Paromita Goswami.

Manthan

3 days, 12 events, 150 dignitaries, 1,000 alumni, 50
outstation participants from premier B-schools, 300
undergraduates, faculty, students, visitors... the list
goes on and on. From student events to corporate
sessions to thematic choreography, from an alumni
dinner to food courts — Manthan had it all. This in
essence was Manthan 2007, the annual business
event of the School of Management and Labour
Studies that was held for September 6-8, 2007. Some
of the key events that differentiated this year's
Manthan from the previous years was Udghosh, a
quiz hosted by the legendary, Siddharth Basu, that
tested students on a multitude of managerial and
interpersonal skills. Workshop on ‘Innovation’ by
Erehwon Consultancy; and a panel discussion on
‘Sustainability of Rising Salaries’, which was attended
by who’s who of the corporate world. Informal
events were introduced this year and they witnessed
tremendous participation and captured the
imagination of the audience too.

Clairvoyance

Clairvoyance 2007, the annual fest of the School of
Health Systems Studies, was held on December 1-2,
2007. The central theme of the event was ‘Innovation
for Revolution in Healthcare’. December 1 being
World’s AIDS day, professionals delved into the issues
grappling with HIV-AIDS treatment in India. Further,
the event also addressed issues and challenges from
the perspective of public health as well as the
institutionalised hospital care. The event provided a
meaningful and productive platform for all
participants. Clairvoyance 2007 was attended by health
care professionals, academicians, social scientists and
eminent leaders from various domains of the health
care sector such as public health, hospitals, insurance,
pharmaceuticals, service industry and information
technology.

Manzar

‘Manzar’, the academic and cultural festival organised
by the students of the M.A. in Development Studies
programme was held on January 11 and 12, 2008.
The themes of ‘Manzar’ were the: politics of
development research; resistance and
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democratisation; perspectives on critical art; theatre
as a form of resistance; and practising development
and its policy implications. The Keynote Address was
delivered by Prof. Prabhat Patnaik, Professor at the
Centre for Economics Studies and Planning in the
School of Social Sciences at Jawaharlal Nehru
University, New Delhi. Professor Patnaik’s address
focussed on: ‘Contextualising Development Studies
as a Discipline in India’.

Placements 2008

The Master’s students of HRM&LR had companies
from the FMGC/Manufacturing (Hindustan
Unilever, Proctor & Gamble, Nestle, Nokia, Pepsi,
Marico, Cadburys, Johnson & Johnson and ITC);
Consulting (KPMG, Accenture Consulting, Ernst
and Young, and Hewitt Associates); BFSI (HSBC,
Deutsche Bank, Lehmann Brothers, ICICI Bank,
Axis Bank and Fidelity); and IT sectors (Wipro,
Infosys, IBM and ITC-Infotech), coming to the
Institute for campus recruitment. Doors to the
Pharma sector were opened this year with Dr.
Reddy’s participation in the final placements process
this year. With the participation of business houses
like Tata Sons, Vedanta, RPG Group and Mahindra
& Mahindra, it was a holistic portfolio of companies
visiting the campus to recruit our students. A
separate lateral placement process for HRM&LR
students with work experience was introduced with
results exceeding expectations.

The Career Guidance and Placement Cell
(CGPC), School of Social Work, is the new
restructured body, instituted this year from the
existing Job Placement Cell. The overall objective of
the CGPC is to guide and facilitate the students to
explore the world of work through a gathered
understanding of the profession. Out of the 80 social
work students, who opted to go through the
Placement Cell, 73 were successfully placed and the
remaining took jobs outside the placement process.
The 41 organisations, which came to the campus for
the recruitment process, were from sectors like
livelihood, micro-finance, health, rural development,
education, etc.

Placement of all Master of Health Administration
and Master of Hospital Administration were
completed in February 2008; and Development
Studies students in March 2008.
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SC/ST Cell

The SC/ST Cell, under the leadership of a senior
professor and support team, has been conducting
various programmes for the SC/ST students based
on their needs. Under the Remedial Coaching
Scheme for the SC/ST students, the programmes are
conducted at two levels:

* Pre-Admission Orientation: The Cell organised 6-day
long Pre-Admission Orientation programme for
SC/ST candidates called for admissions to the
2007-2008 batch. In all, 420 candidates from all
over India attended this orientation wherein free
lodging and boarding facilities were provided to
360 outstation candidates. Sixteen faculty
members from TISS were engaged in teaching
various subjects and aspects regarding the
admission test. The orientation was a great success
as 68 candidates got selected for admission to the
various postgraduate courses, out of which 25
were in merit. The pre-admission orientation and
training for 2008-2010 was organised at 15 centres
across the country.

* Post-Admission Orientation: The students admitted in
various courses are given orientation at the
individual, as well as in group levels. Emphasis is
given on the course curriculum, the whole new
multi-cultural and multi-lingual environment that
students encounter on campus. Students are also
trained to write to assignments and field work
reports, etc. In addition to this, at a later stage,
various need-based programmes are also
organised. These range from arranging classes for
personality development to language skills.

New Central Sector Scholarship Scheme of Top
Class Education for SC-ST Students has been
introduced for the year 2007-2008. Ten students
from SC community and 5 students from ST
community have been awarded the scholarship,
which includes a Laptop worth Rs. 45,000/-.

Prof. H.S. Rana, Additional Director, Indian
Institute of Public Administration, Bengaluru, was
invited by the Cell to deliver the special lectures on
‘Reservation Policy: Problems and Prospects’.

Counselling Services

The Counselling Centre addressed academic,
adjustment and career-related issues of the students.
The counsellors also facilitated the emotional



concerns presented by the students. Preventive
mental health measures were used with individual
students. The significant developments for the year
2007-2008 are: (i) separate orientations each
programme; (ii) reaching out to students at the
Tuljapur Campus; and (iii) being part of the CGPC.

INTERNATIONAL STUDENTS’” OFFICE

The International Students’ Office (1SO), which was
set up in February 2006, has made major strides
towards achieving its objectives of facilitating the
global visibility and profile of TISS; to develop,
coordinate and strengthen international linkages; and
to assist and help international students in all their
academic pursuits.

Collaborations

During 2007-2008, we have received 30 international
delegations from Universities in the USA, Austria,
Finland, Australia, The Netherlands, the UK, Korea,
Hong Kong, Sweden and Germany, who had come
to explore common interest areas for collaboration
or signing agreements of cooperation. We have
signed some new MoUs this year: University of
Delaware, George Warren Brown School of Social
Work of Washington University in St. Louis,
McDonnell Institute of Washington University (all
from USA); Management Center Innsbruck,
University of Applied Sciences (Austria); Tempere
University (Finland); The London School of
Economics and Political Sciences (UK); and Swedish
South Asian Studies Network of Lund University
(Sweden).

With the LSE there is going to be long-term
partnership that includes Joint Degree programmes,
as well as faculty and student exchanges. The MoU
with McDonnell Institute is another prestigious
collaboration for TISS. It will facilitate a fellowship
in Washington University for a TISS alumnus to
pursue higher studies. The George Warren Brown
School of Social Work is planning a 2-week Winter
Institute for a group of students from their school
and students from School of Social Work in TISS.
This again will open up new opportunities for
exchange and interaction between students and
faculty from both the schools.

Faculty and Student Exchange Programmes

The 1SO has conducted 11 short-term courses for 62
international students. The variety of assignments
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they engaged in included post-doctoral research,
graduate student research, customised courses of a
few weeks to a semester, and field work internships
upto 18 weeks. Of all the short-term programmes,
the 8-week New School Programme and the
semester-long Wells College programme in Gender
and Development are unique in that they will be
conducted annually. Few students from other
Universities may join the New School group. The
courses will be modified periodically based on the
feedback received from the students. The Wells
College course is open for other Indian as well as
other International students. This makes it a truly
international programme.

We also had faculty visiting us on exchange/
research assignment: Prof. Hyden from the
University of Gavle (2 weeks); Dr. Daniel Aldrich
from the University of Tokyo (4 weeks); Prof.
Denise Burnette and Dr. Vincent Guilama-Ramos
from the School of Social Work, Columbia
University (3 weeks).

Using resources mobilised through Study in India
Programme and other collaboration agreements,
TISS has been able to place some of its students for
internships and block placements at universities in
the US: 2 M.A. in Social Work students did their
block placements at Tulane University and the
University of Utah for 5 weeks as part of an
Exchange Programme. Two Master’s students of
Disaster Management are currently at Delaware
University for an 8-week internship. Doctoral
students have also benefited from research residency
placements in universities in France and the UK.

This year, the scope of ISO activities has grown
many fold and we expect that the number of
international students on campus at any given point
in time would be more than 50 by next year. Over
the years, we hope to grow and achieve our target of
welcoming more international students and faculty
from across the world in the institute and create
multiple opportunities for international exchanges
and cooperation.

ALUMNI

Following on from the National Alumni Meet held in
February 2007, an enthusiastic group of alumni along
with the Alumni Office met regularly over 4 months
and worked on expanding the database and setting
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up an alumni website. The website was inaugurated
on the October 6, 2007, at the Mumbai Alumni
Meet. Individual members of the alumni group have
volunteered to work with city groups in Pune,
Hyderabad, Kolkata and Bengaluru, so that a
structure may emerge, as envisaged at the National
Alumni Meet.

Campus Development

Mumbai Campus

Construction of a 500-seater Convention Centre and
100-seater Hostel with Dining Hall and recreation
facility in the Malati and Jal A.D. Naoroji Campus
are complete. The additional stack area in the Sir
Dorabji Tata Memorial Library and the Health
Centre with infrastructure for women have also been
completed. The construction of staff/service staff
quarters in the Main Campus and classroom/faculty
office in the Naoroji Campus is nearing completion.
With this, the Institute will have 16 residential
apartments for support staff, 14 apartments for
visiting faculty, 12 classrooms and 30 faculty offices.
The construction of additional floors to add 20 more
rooms of the Guest House is nearing completion.
Major source of finance of these constructions is Sir
Jamsetji Tata Trust with partial funding from the
UGC.

With the financial support from the UGC, the
Institute could also undertake major repair work of
old buildings in the Mumbai Campuses.

A new telephone system (EPABX) has been
installed both for the Main and Naoroji Campuses.
This will be functional with two dedicated PRI lines,
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which will enable the caller to reach the Institute
without the support of the operator.

Tuljapur Campus

In the Tuljapur Campus, the construction of the
Guest House having a capacity of 22 double seater
rooms, 4 multi-seater rooms, two meeting halls and
other facilities is complete and occupied. The
construction of a 120-seater hostel and
administrative building are nearing completion. The
other residential buildings for faculty, administrative
and support staff, library, publications unit, and
media centre along with complete site development
is progressing well. The major financial support for
these constructions has come from the Tata
Education Trust.

Financial Report

The Audited Income and Expenditure Statement and
Audited Balance Sheet, as on March 31, 2007, is
given in Appendix 12.

Administration

Participation of Administrative Staff in
Conferences, Seminars, Workshops and Training

Thirty-five administrative and technical staff
participated in 23 seminars, conferences, workshops
and training programmes in 2007-2008 (Appendix
13).

Appointments, Promotions and Retirements

There are 120 academic positions, of which 118 are
filled. There are additional 12 faculty positions,
which are funded by the Tata Trusts. Administrative
positions (including technical) are 161, of which 124
are filled, while the support staff position are 109
with only 84 being filled. Twenty-two faculty and 12
administrative and technical appointments were
made in 2007-2008. Three staff members were
promoted and 6 staff members retired during the
year under review (Appendix 14).

Long Service Award

The Tata Institute of Social Sciences honours those

employees who have completed 20 years of service at

the Institute. This year, 10 employees were felicitated

on the Institute Day.

National events as well as religious
festivals were celebrated with equal enthusiasm and
fervour by the DCC children.

68TH CONVOCATION

This is a historic Convocation for us as the first
batch of students admitted to the 2 new Master’s
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programmes in Development Studies and Education
(Elementary), in 2006, are graduating today. In
addition, the first batch of students admitted to the
restructured programmes in Social Work, Human
Resources Management and Labour Relations,
Health Administration, and Hospital Administration
are also graduating today.

The TISS attracts and works with some of the
most conscientious and committed bright young
people in the country, and the Institute prepares
them well to work towards a prosperous, sustainable
and equitable future. At this Convocation, 7 scholars
are receiving their Doctor of Philosophy Degree, 8
their Master of Philosophy Degree, and 244 students
their Master’s Degrees — 119 in Social Work, 42 in
HRM&LR, 15 in Health Administration, 23 in
Hospital Administration, 19 in Education
(Elementary) and 26 in Development Studies.
Twenty students are being conferred with the B.A.
(Hons.) in Social Work Degree.

CONCLUSION

The TISS has always received unfailing support and
encouragement from the Government of India, the
UGC, the Government of Maharashtra, and other
public agencies for which we are most grateful. The
Tata Trusts have given unprecedented financial support
to enhance infrastructure at the Mumbai and Tuljapur
campuses, and to launch several new teaching, research
and field action programmes. We would also like to
express our thanks to the UNDP, UNICEF, and other
organisations, institutions and individuals who continue
to contribute to our work. We thank the members and
the Chairperson of the Governing Board for their
constant guidance and support.

‘Release on Licence' referring patients to other hospitals, etc.

Approval for Legal Counsels from State Legal Aid Services Authority: The State Legal Authority was requested to
appoint lawyers from the State Legal Aid Panel who could represent the cases of beggary in the court. This request
has been approved, and the Member Secretary of the State Legal Service Authority has directed the Chief
Metropolitan Magistrate to appoint two such legal counsels.

Ambulance Service Initiated: This major development initiated with the help of ‘Project Crayons’ has resulted in very
effective addressal of medical issues. On an average, every day, the ambulance takes about 8 patients to different
hospitals after being referred by the Chief Medical Officer from the institution. This service is also available to the
other women's institutions in the complex like Kasturba and Navjeevan Mahila Vasatigruhas (Homes for women in
distress and women rescued from prostitution).

Formation of National Alliance: Koshish was instrumental in the formation of a network of organisations working on
the issue of homelessness and allied issues. Currently, it has about 25 organisations from 12 different states as
members.
